


CITY OF SANTA CRUZ WATER SUPPLY ADVISORY COMMITTEE
Frequently Asked Questions

Q: What is the time commitment to participate on the Water Supply Advisory Committee?
A: The Committee will meet for one year. Meetings may be monthly or bi-weekly. Participants should anticipate a minimum of four hours of meetings per month.

Q: Will meetings be held during the week, or on weekends?
A: Meetings may be held weekdays, weeknights or weekends, as determined by the committee. The application provides an opportunity for applicants to list preferred meeting times.

Q: Will there be “homework” outside of the committee meetings?
A: Yes. Committee members will be expected to read and understand water supply information, technical reports and other data that will inform the meeting process. Committee members will be expected to participate in tours of the water system.

Q: Is the City looking for representatives from both a pro and anti desal viewpoint?
A: The City is looking for committee members who can participate collaboratively with an open mind to all ideas for supply solutions.

Q: Do I need to be a scientist to apply? 
A: No. Committee members should be prepared to read technical reports and data, and be prepared to actively participate in discussions.

Q: How will committee members be selected from applicants?
A: A nominating committee comprised of Mayor Lynn Robinson, Councilmember Micah Posner and Vice Mayor Don Lane will review all applications and will provide a slate of nominees to the full Council to discuss and approve in February.
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Q: If I’m not selected for the committee, is there a way for me to still participate in the process?
A: Yes. All Water Supply Advisory Committee meetings will be open to the public and there will also be engagement and educational activities offered to the community concurrent to the Committee process. 

Q: Will City staff run the meetings?
A: A professional, neutral facilitation service will be utilized to help organize and run meetings.

Q: How was the makeup of the committee determined?
A: Makeup of the committee was determined through direction by the City Council and the City Council Nominating Committee, which is comprised of Mayor Lynn Robinson, Vice Mayor Don Lane and Councilmember Micah Posner.

Q: What will the Water Supply Advisory Committee do?
A: The committee will serve as the community conduit and after exploration of the City’s water situation and supply options, provide policy recommendations to the City Council for their consideration.
